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DECLARATION OF U.S. CITIZENSHIP AND/OR LAWFUL PRESENCE OF AN ALIEN

The Alabama Legislature has passed a sweeping immigration law and has amended the law during the last session. The law is known as the Beason-Hammon Alabama Taxpayer and Citizen Protection Act,
(hereinafter referred to as the “Act”). The Act prohibits aliens unlawfully present in the United States from (1) receiving, with certain exceptions, state or local public benefits defined by the Act or (2) entering into or attempting to enter into public records transactions (business licenses) with a city (state or local public benefits and business transactions are hereinafter collectively referred to as “Benefits”).

The Act requires that any individual that receives a Benefit from a municipality must be a U.S. citizen or an alien lawfully present in the Unites States. Municipalities must obtain from each individual, including any individual that is a sole proprietor or a partner in a general partnership, both a signed declaration, either of citizenship or lawful presence as appropriate, and a demonstration of such status before Benefits may be provided to the individual by the municipality.

In the case of a partnership whose partners must be verified, you are instructed to provide a copy of the partnership agreement or other appropriate documentation evidencing the names and addresses of each individual who is a partner in the partnership, and each individual partner shall execute Form A and/or B as appropriate.

DIRECTIONS

This declaration must be completed and submitted by the applicant(s) to the City prior to the issuance of any public records transaction which declaration shall be incorporated into and become a part of and a condition of any public records transaction authorized by the City. A violation of the Act may disqualify the recipient from the public records transaction issued by the City.

Verification, Demonstration and Declaration of Lawfully Present Alien

A. SAVE Verification. In order for an individual, including an individual who is a sole proprietor or a partner in a partnership, who is a lawfully present alien to conduct a public records transaction with the Town of Grant, Alabama, he/she must be verified, using the Systematic Alien Verification of Entitlement (SAVE) Program, to confirm that such alien is lawfully present in the United States.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 21
OF ORDINANCE NUMBER 194 OF THE TOWN OF GRANT, ALABAMA REGARDING BUSINESS LICENSE FOR PERSONS DELIVERING GOODS WITHIN THE MUNICIPAL LIMITS OR POLICE JURISDICTION

WHEREAS, the Alabama Legislature has adopted Act No. 2017-415, which amended the laws relating to municipal delivery licenses; and

WHEREAS, the Town Council of the Town of Grant, Alabama finds that to comply with said Act No. 2017-415 it is necessary to amend Ordinance No. 194, which is the Town's Business License Ordinance.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of the Town of Grant, Alabama, as follows:

Section 1. Section 21 of Ordinance Number 194 of the Town of Grant, Alabama is hereby amended to read in its entirety, as follows:

Section 21. Delivery License.
(a) In lieu of any other type of license, a taxpayer may at its option purchase for
$100.00 plus the issuance fee, a delivery license for the privilege of delivering its merchandise in the municipality or its police jurisdiction if the taxpayer meets all of the following criteria:

(1) Other than deliveries, the taxpayer has no other physical presence within the municipality or its police jurisdiction;
(2) The taxpayer conducts no other business in the municipality or its police jurisdiction other than delivering merchandise and performing the requisite set-up and installation of said merchandise;
(3) Such delivery and set-up and installation is performed by the taxpayer’s employees or agents, concerns the taxpayer’s own merchandise in that municipality or its police jurisdiction and is done by means of delivery vehicles owned, leased, or contracted by the taxpayer;
(4) The gross receipts derived from the sale and any requisite set-up or installation of all merchandise so delivered shall not exceed seventy-five thousand dollars ($75,000) during the license year;
(5) Any set-up or installation shall relate only to (i) that required by the contract between the taxpayer and the customer or as may be required by state or local law, and (ii) the merchandise so delivered;
(6) If at any time during the current license year the taxpayer fails to meet any of the above stated criteria, then within 45days after any of said criteria have been violated or exceeded, the taxpayer shall purchase a business delivery license or other appropriate license from the municipality and will be subject to a penalty of $10.00.
(b) Mere delivery of the taxpayer’s merchandise by common carrier shall not allow the municipality to assess a business license tax against the taxpayer, but the gross receipts derived from any sale and delivery accomplished by means of a common carrier shall be counted against the seventy-five thousand ($75,000) limitation described in the preceding section if the taxpayer also during the same license year sells and delivers into the taxing jurisdiction using a delivery vehicle other than a common carrier.
(c) A common carrier, contract carrier, or similar delivery service making deliveries on behalf of others shall not be entitled to purchase a delivery license.
(d) The delivery license shall be calculated in arrears, based on the related gross receipts during the preceding license year.

(e) The purchase of a delivery license or the exemption from the purchase of delivery license pursuant to subsection (f) shall not, in and of itself, establish nexus between the taxpayer and the municipality for purposes of the taxes levied by or under the authority of Title 40 of the Code of Alabama or other provisions of law, nor does the purchase of a delivery license conclusively determine that nexus does not exist between the taxpayer and the municipality.
(f) A taxpayer that otherwise meets the criteria for the purchase of a delivery license is not required to purchase a delivery license or a regular business license if (i) the taxpayer's gross receipts that are derived from within the municipality or its police jurisdiction do not exceed $10,000.00; and (ii) the taxpayer has no other physical presence within the municipality during the year.”

Section 2. This Ordinance shall be effective immediately upon its adoption and publication according to law.

Section 3. The sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses and phrases of this Ordinance are severable, and if any phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or section of this Ordinance shall be declared unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, then such ruling shall not affect any other paragraph and sections, since the same would have been enacted by the Town Council without the incorporation of any such unconstitutional phrase, clause, sentence, paragraph or section.
